Psychology Experiment #1
In class we have discussed the Stroop Effect.  We examined the effect of multiple and competing stimuli on a person's perception.  Your assignment is to play the role of a psychological researcher.  The following guidelines will apply to your experiment.  You will need to write up your results using the scientific method, which will be discussed in class. 
1. You will use the Stroop Effect experiment from page 213 of the psychology textbook.

2. You must test at least five subjects.
3. You may use adults or children, although children who are in Pre-K or kindergarten and those in 2nd or 3rd grade make the best subjects. (When using children as subjects, you need to obtain the permission of their parents in advance. This is part of the ethics we will discuss later in the course.)
4. Collect data on each subject: first name and last initial (Rob A.); age; time for box "a"; time for box "b"; number of errors on both boxes 
5. Compute the percentage (%) time difference for boxes a and b 
6. Analyze your data: what conclusions can you make from your observations?  Is there anything that may have influenced the data? What changes could YOU make to the process in order to achieve better results?
